Single Soldiers and military Families (active or retired), which reside off the installation, can also
participate by setting up in the parking lot of Beacon Elementary School. Installation residents can setup in front of
their homes. Yard sale guidelines are as follows:

2) Each resident is responsible for the conduct of their yard sale.

3) Individual occupants are responsible for trash control and removal (no later than 5 p.m. on day of sale).

4) The DPW Housing Division/Area Coordinator will issue citations for items left out.

5) Commercial organizations/individuals will comply with all regulations related to commercial solicitation.
Contact the DFMWR private organization office for specific guidance.

6) All sellers are prohibited from offering for sale items; such as, drugs/guns/food or anything that does not
conform to the rules/regulations of Fort Carson the State of Colorado and the Federal Government.
